Pentecost and the Power of the Holy Spirit

In this session you will:
e understand what happened at Pentecost
e reflect on how the Spirit transformed the Apostles

1. Read Acts 2: 1-42 and try to understand what was happening.

When people started making fun of the Apostles, Peter stood up and spoke to the people. He reminded them
that God had sent Jesus to them and they knew he was God’s son by the signs and miracles that he worked.
Despite this, the people had allowed Jesus to be crucified; Jesus was killed but God raised him to life. He told
them that Jesus, who is now with the Father, had sent the Holy Spirit to them.

2. Write a news article for the Jerusalem Daily, reporting what happened.
You should use the following writing frame to help you write:
