Maths– writing numbers 
This week we will be revising how to 
write numbers 0 to 10. I have taught 
the children some rhymes to help 
them remember the trickier numbers 
as outlined below. You may like to 
use them at home. 

Half a heart says I love you, 
now draw a line and it’s a 
two! 

Around a tree, around a 
tree. 

Down and across and down 
once more, now we have 
the number four. 

It has a hat, abck and belly. 
Five is alive! 

Down you go and draw a 
loop, number six has a hoop 

Across the sky and down 
from heaven, now you have 
a number seven. 

Draw a ‘s’ and close the 
gate, now you have a 
number eight. 

Draw a loop and then a line, 
now you have a number 
nine.
