Remembering previous learning
· How can looking at a picture help us learn about a person from history, and why is it important to use different types of sources? Looking at a picture can tell us what someone looked like and what they did. It's good to use different sources like stories and books too, because one source might not tell us everything. 
· How can objects help us learn about people from the past, and why is it important to use different types of sources? Objects like toys, clothes, or tools can show us what someone used or liked. Using different sources helps us learn more because one source might not have all the information we need.
· How can documents help us learn about people from the past, and why is it important to use different types of sources? Documents like letters or diaries can tell us what someone thought or did. Using different sources helps us get a fuller picture because one source might not have all the information.
· How can a visit or visitor help us learn about a person from history, and why is it important to use different types of sources? Visits or visitors can tell us stories and show us things about a person's life. Using different sources helps us learn more because one source might not have all the information we need.

· Why are some buildings in my area special, and how do they tell us about history? Some buildings are special because their design shows important things about the past, like how people lived and what was important to them. By looking at their features, we can learn about the history of our town or even the country!
· Why are some places protected, and why do people have different ideas about it? Some places are protected because they are important to history or nature. People might have different opinions about whether to keep them because some want to save them, while others might want to use the land for something new. 
· How can I tell if a building should be saved, and why do people have different opinions? You can tell if a building is worth saving by looking at its special features, like its history or design. People may think differently about whether to save it because some care about its past, while others might want to build something new. 
· How can I help save an 'at risk' building in my area? I can learn about the building, why it's important, and how it connects to the history of my town. Then, I can plan a campaign to show people why it should be saved, like sharing its story and asking others to help protect it!

· Understand that there are a diverse range of reasons why buildings are listed.
· Reach a decision on whether a building is worth saving.
· Plan a campaign for an ‘at risk’ building.
· Produce a creative response to our campaign buildings to show at an exhibition.
